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THE FOLLOWING STATEMENT AS TO THE USE OF THIS DIRECTORY
IS PRINTED AT THE REQUEST OF THE SOCIETIES FORMING THE
AMERICAN ASSOCIATION OF SOCIETIES FOR ORGANIZING CHARITY :

The societies listed in this Directory are receiving many requests
for service from private individuals and social agencies in other
cities. These requests often involve:

1. Visits to and inquiries about individual references in cases
under care elsewhere.

2. Requests for information as to social conditions, some of them
involving a great deal of work if the answers are to be of any value.

The charity organization societies are eager to be of service to
the limit of their ability, but, to avoid delay and disappointment,
they would respectfully urge upon inquirers the following considera-
tions:

(a) Other things being equal, children’s agencies will get, in
their out-of-town inquiries, better service from children’s agencies,
public departments from public departments, and so on. Whenever
possible, inquiries should be made through a similar agency in the
city or town addressed.

(b) When the service needed is a specially important one and
there is no similar social agency able to render it, this fact should be
explained in making the request of a charity organization society,
and the request should contain full and clear information about
the applicant in whose interests the visit is to be made.

(c) Requests from individuals and business firms should be
forwarded through their local charity organization society, if they
are to receive any attention.

(d) The charity organization societies cannot undertake to
gather data as to local social conditions upon request, but they will
be very glad to furnish such information as they already have at
hand to properly accredited inquirers.
